— (Polish internal mobility next year, several HEIS)

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¢ Administrative data — statistics on the number of outgoing and
incoming students for each HEI in partner countries were collected.

¢ Qualitative research
— Positive response to digital system for academic records’ transfer.
— Could significantly speed up the recognition process.
— Scepticism on short-term impact on students mobility.
v Surveys
— EMREX evaluation, survey part of the system
v EMREX users are asked to rate their experience
¢ “Very quick and straightforward to use”
@ “Wow, can | find results from all European countries?”
— Survey regarding the recognition process
v Over 500 completed questionnaires so far

@ Only 47% got their transcript before leaving for home
¢ Fast and reliable service most important
